They have two young girls going to school and also looks
after 2 teenage boys—Jane’s young sister’s children who go to         secondary schools. Andrew did not
know what to do with them, since they all needed school fees and food. I had only a little bit of extra money
and could not help them much. You really were wonderful to have given him some hope. You have given
him a rod and line to fish with. You have given him a stand where to start from. I hope he will be able to go
and look for a job in South   Africa after paying the school fees for the kids. Please continue to pray for the
poor countries and that when you help them, they use the help carefully through God’s grace. Don’t get
tired of doing God’s work. May God Bless You All in all your doings! Greetings to you and love always.
